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CONSTITUTION

EDWARD C. PENICK ENDODONTIC STUDY CLUB

(of Metropolitan Washington, D.C. )

Established 12 July 1971

ARTICLE I
Name
Sec. 1.

The name of the organization shall be the Edward C. Penick Endodontic Study Club.

ARTICLE II
Purpose
Sec. 1.
The purpose of the organization is to foster the study, advancement and interchange of knowledge in the art and science of Endodontics.

ARTICLE III
Membership

Sec. 1.
The membership of this organization shall consist of active, honorary, associate, inactive and student membership.

Sec. 2.

Active Member.   A dentist who is listed in the treasurer’s records as being in good 




standing and who has fulfilled the fo1lowing requirements:

a.  maintains membership in good standing in the American Dental Association, or a foreign equivalent;

b.  maintains membership in good standing in the American Association of Endodontists

Sec. 3.
Honorary Member.   An individual who has made outstanding contributions to the science of endodontics.  He/She shall not hold office nor have voting privileges. Honorary members shall be nominated by proposal of an active member, and elected by two-thirds of the voting membership.

Sec. 4.
Associate Member.   An individual who has made contributions to the practice and/or science of endodontics but who does not meet the qualifications for active membership other than being listed in the treasurer’s records as being in good 

standing and a member of the A.D.A. The privileges of associate members shall be the same as active meters, except that they shall not hold elective office.

Sec.5.
Student Member.  An individual who is engaged in a full-time course of advanced dental education recognized by the American Dental Association.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              Dues for student members will be set by the Executive Council at the beginning of each year and will not be greater than two-thirds of the full active membership fee as provided in ARTICLE IX,  Sec 3e.  Student members shall not hold office or have voting privileges.

Sec. 6.
Any member whose membership is not in jeopardy for any cause may resign his/her membership by written request to the membership committee.

Sec. 7.
Any member may be expelled for cause by unanimous vote of the Executive Council.

Sec. 8.
Inactive Member. Any member who is transferred or relocated more than fifty miles outside the Washington D.C. area, or who completely retires from teaching and practice may, if he/she desires, retain membership in the organization. Requests for inactive status must be submitted for review to the Executive Council.  Members in this category may participate in organizational activities (upon request or if visiting the area) and will be retained as a member on the Secretary’s mailing list.

Annual dues in the amount of $10.00 will be required of all inactive members.  For each meeting attended, inactive members will be assessed a prorated amount equal to   the full annual active membership dues divided by the number of meetings per year. Inactive members shall not hold office or have voting privileges.

ARTICLE IV

Officers

Sec. 1.
The officers of this association shall consist of a President, President-elect, Secretary, Treasurer, and Program Chairman.

Sec. 2.
The principal duties of the officers shall be those conventionally associated with the official titles, and other such duties as the Constitution and By-laws prescribe or the membership shall assign.

Sec. 3.

Each officer shall serve for a period of one year.

ARTICLE V
Executive Council
Sec. 1.

The Executive Council of this association shall consist of its current elected officers.

ARTICLE VI
Meetings
Sec. 1.
The Executive Council shall determine the place and number of meetings of this association.

Sec. 2.
A quorum shall consist of a majority (more then one-half) of all the active members in attendance.

ARTICLE VII
Nominating and Elections
Sec. 1.
The nominating committee shall consist of the current Executive Council and all available past presidents.

Sec. 2.

The current President shall act as Chairman of the Nominating Committee.

Sec. 3.
The Nominating Committee shall provide a slate of candidates for election to office no later than the next to last scheduled business meeting.

Sec. 4.

An active member can make nominations from the floor.

Sec. 5.

New Officers shall be elected to office at the last business meeting of the year.

Sec. 6.

A majority of all votes cast by a quorum present shall elect a nominee to office.

ARTICLE VIII
Committees

Sec. 1.

The standing Committees of this association shall be:

a.  An Executive Council as provided for in ARTICLE V, which shall have executive control of the society and guide its welfare and general policy. The President shall act as Chairman of the Executive Council. The Executive Council can expel members for cause as provided for in Sec. 6, ARTICLE III.


b.  Nominating Committee membership, as provided for in ARTICLE VII, Sec. 3 and Sec. 4, shall propose a slate of officers for election to office to be presented at the next to the last business meeting of the year.

c.  Constitution and By-Laws Committee. The Executive Council shall comprise the membership of this committee and the President shall act as its Chairman. This Committee shall study the Constitution and By-Laws annually and make recommendations to the membership concerning revisions. These recommendations are made in writing by the Secretary and proposed to the membership one business meeting prior to the business meeting the vote will take place.

ARTICLE IX
Amendments

Sec. 1.
The Constitution and By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the membership voting at a regular business meeting, provided that notice of the changes have been proposed in writing during the business meeting just prior to the business meeting designated for the vote.   A voting quorum must be present.

BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I
Duties of Officers
Sec. 1.

President:

The President shall have general supervision of the organization, enforce the Constitution and By-Laws, call all social meetings of the organization of Executive Council, preside over all the organization meetings, and perform such duties of the office as may appertain thereto.



He/She shall appoint officers pro-tem in case of temporary absence.

He/She shall call upon the President-elect or any other member to preside over an organization meeting at any time he wishes to take part in a discussion or excuse himself/herself from a meeting.

He/She shall appoint all Committee Chairman not provided for in the Constitution and fill vacancies due to death or resignation, as required.

Sec. 2.

President-elect:

The President-elect shall assist the President in the performance of his/her duties and shall preside in the absence of the President at meetings of the organization. In case of death, resignation, or removal of the President, the President-elect shall succeed to the office of the president for the duration of the unexpired term, as well as the following term. In such case, the vacated office of the president-elect shall be filled as an auxiliary position by the secretary, treasurer, and program chairman in that successive order.

Sec. 3.

Secretary:

The Secretary shall keep minutes of all proceedings of the Club and Executive Council, which shall be kept as a permanent record in the Secretary’s book. These minutes shall be read at the regular meetings of the Club and Council. He/She shall act as custodian for all minutes, correspondence, and documents of the preceding five (5) years and deliver these at the expiration of his/her term of office, to his/her successor.


He/She shall have available at all meetings a copy of the Constitution and By-Laws.



He/She shall prepare any certificate awarded by the Club.

He/She shall take a roll call of officers and Executive Council members present at each Executive Council meeting, this to become part of the minutes of the meeting.



He/She shall purchase all secretarial supplies.



He/She shall inform the entire membership of all meetings.

He/She shall notify officers, applicants for membership, committees, and others of their election or appointment.  He/She shall act as parliamentarian at all business meetings.

He/She in conjunction with the Executive Council shall make the necessary local arrangements for meetings of the organization and provide a program and agenda for the meeting.

Secretary will disseminate information of endodontic significance to the membership. 

Sec. 4.

Treasurer:

The treasurer shall receive all dues and other monies and deposit them to credit of the organization, in a depository approved by the Executive Council.

He/She shall issue checks for payment of bills for other than normal administrative expenses of the organization that have been approved by the Executive Council or by a majority of members present at a regular or special meeting of the organization.


He/She will sign all checks.

He/She, in conjunction with the secretary, shall prepare a roster of members in good standing as of the first business meeting of the year.

Sec. 5

The Program Chairman:

In conjunction with the Executive Council, the Program Chairman shall assist in making necessary local arrangements and programs for meetings of the organization. 

He/She may review current honorarium payments and adjust as needed with the approval of the Executive Council.

ARTICLE II
Executive Council
Sec. 1.
The meeting of the Executive Council shall be subject to the call of the President, and shall be open to all matters in good standing.

Sec. 2.

A majority of the members of the Executive Council shall constitute a quorum.

Sec. 3.
Vacancies in any elected office, except President shall be filled by a majority vote of the Executive Council for the duration of the unexpired term.

Sec. 4.
The Executive Council shall have authority to transact all business of the organization not specifically provided for elsewhere. A majority vote of the Executive Council is necessary to carry any proposition and to authorize the expenditure of the organization funds other than normal administrative expenses.

ARTICLE III
Quorum
Sec. 1.
A majority of the eligible voting members in attendance shall constitute a quorum of the organization.

ARTICLE IV
Dues

Sec. 1.
The annual dues shall be such an amount as is determined by the Executive Council as will be sufficient to enable the organization to function.

Sec. 2.
The annual dues shall be payable by the first meeting of the fiscal year. Failure to pay such dues automatically suspends a member until such dues are paid. In cases of delinquency longer than one year, the reinstatement must be passed upon by the Executive Council.

Sec. 3.
a.  Annual dues will be determined by the Executive Council prior to the first meeting of each year.



b.  Active and associate members are required to pay equal dues.



c.  Inactive members will be assessed $10.00 dues.

d. Honorary members will not be assessed dues, nor assessed for meetings not 

attended

e.  Students in a training program recognized by the A.D.A. shall be assessed a maximum of two-thirds of the annual active dues.

f.  For each meeting attended, guests will be assessed an amount determined by the Executive Council prior to the first meeting of the fiscal year.

ARITICLE V

Fiscal Year
Sec. 1.
The fiscal administrative membership year of the organization shall be from 1 June to 31 May.

ARTICLE VI
Ethics
Sec. 1.
The Code of Ethics of this organization shall be those of the American Dental  Association.

ARTICLE VII
Parliamentary Authority
Sec. 1.
The rules contained in Roberts Rules of Order, latest revision, shall govern this organization in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the By-Laws of this organization.

ARTICLE VIII

Order of Business

Sec. 1.

The order of business, unless otherwise ordered by the Executive


Council or organization shall be:




a.  Call to order




b.  Reading of the minutes




c.  Report of Secretary




d.  Report of Treasurer




e.  Unfinished business




f.  New business

g. Adjournment

Sec. 2. 
The formal business meeting will normally be conducted immediately after dinner and typically precedes the guest speaker.
